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LightHawk Transports Endangered Gray Wolves to Colorado for Release

LightHawk, a 501(c)(3) nonprofit conservation organization, successfully transported five
endangered gray wolves from Oregon to Colorado at 7:30 am PT today. Volunteer pilots from
LightHawk facilitated the 2.5-hour flight for the wolves and their handlers, ensuring their safe arrival
in Colorado. Once in Colorado, the wolves were handed over to Colorado Parks and Wildlife for
their eventual release into the wild.
